Photo tip of the month - use a
tripod and a slow shutter speed to
"blur" moving water. Vary the
shutter speed to capture more or less
movement. Slower shutter speeds =
more blur. To achieve a slower
shutter speed on a bright day, use a
polarizing filter to cut down the
amount of light.

For Landscape shots, use a wide
angle lens. For starters, focus 1/3 the
way in to the scene and take the shot.
To maximize depth of field, use a
Hyper-focal Card to set your f-stop
(aperture), zoom, and focus manual-
ly. "Fill the Frame" with your
subject so that you don't have to crop
the image significantly afterwards.
To do so will require you to get close
- but be safe in setting-up your shot!
